TAP, the Technology Assistance Program, is a Microsoft program for assisting enterprise customers in the adoption of new Microsoft Technology.  The University of Florida is one of several universities in the US chosen to participate in the Windows Vista TAP.  Windows Vista (see http://www.microsoft.com/windowsvista) is the next version of the Windows desktop operating system.  The February Customer Technology Preview (Build 5308) of Windows Vista is available now for testing by IT Professionals.  The April Beta 2 version is intended for controlled deployment to end users.  The University of Florida Windows Vista TAP program (see http://www.ad.ufl.edu/vistatap)  is an effort to develop guidance and best practices for use of Windows Vista at UF and will emphasize user experience, security, application compatibility and deployment.
