Student Assignment of NMB

Students will have their NMB set to the Student Deptid if there is no active NMB assigned to them.

Update Mechanism Methods
A) NMB assignment logic would be run within the Campus Registry and be triggered upon data entry.

B) UFAD would monitor assignment or removal of attributes from the above list and perform API calls to the Campus Registry and effect NMB 
     assignment and synchronize changes to the Campus Registry.  
            C) Batch update of NMB.

Constraints:

There may be no API to effective change NMB presently.  One may have to be developed.


Write access to the Campus Registry would need to be granted for Plan B.


Web Sphere would need to provide triggering mechanism for Plan A.
